SECTION TNO  Any person, firm or corporation violating section one of this ordinance shall, upon the
Ifirst conviction be fined not more than $50 00 and for any subsequent conviction, shall ve finea not to
exceed $100 00 and may, in the discretion oi the court be sentenced to hard laoor on the streets of the
said Town for a period not to exceed six months, provided ttat no female shall be required to work on the
Town's streets
