Jdo plumver, owner, or otier unauthorized person shall break the seal, or turn the
water on or off at any curb stop, or corporation stop, or disconnect, or remove the
meter without consent of the Town Councail or their duly authorized agent. 4 vlumber,
owner, or other unauthroized person doing so without being quthorized and damages

the curb stop, or corporation stop, or meter, or meter box, 1t shall be chargeanle

to the person, or consumer causing such dumage and the expense of repairing the sam
shall be recovered from such person.
