OSuch statement shall be filed
at least thirty days before the date set for holding such election ana shall be substantially in the
following form:

That the polls shall be opened between the hours of eight and nine o'clock in
tke morning and kept open without any intermission or adjournment untii ihe hour of sax o'clock in the
afternoon, and no longer.

oECTION EIGHT. Be 1t further ordaimed that this Orcinance be puolished by posting copies
thereof 1n three public places within the limits of the Town or Wilsonville, Alaocama, one of whkich
places shall be at the Post Oifzce or the Muzyor's Gffice oi said Town.
