A1l balls for services rendereG hereunder skall be due and payable montily and
tre fees charged hereunder shall be set out on the utility bills for power, viater and gas or anyone of
them, mailed out by the town of Wilsonville, and such iees shall be paiu when the vaid bill as paid ana
tre said town shall not accept tle payment of any utility bill unless the i'ee for garbage and trash ser-
vice, hereunder 1s also paid. A1l fees collected hereunder shall be net and all accounts shall e
consicered celinguent if not paid within the time lumit spceiliied 1n the bills so rendered by the town
of Wilsonville, Alavama. All delinqueni accounts are subject to the Same penalties as are now 1n effect
by the vown of Wilsonville, Alabama 1n connection with delinquent accounts for utility services rendered
by the saic town.

All persons herealter making application for power, water or gas service in the town of
Wilsonville shall deposit w2th saié Tewn a sum equal to the fees hereunder for two months, such deposit
to oe held as security for the payment of such fees as may vecome due from the applicant under the
terms of this orainance. If suck applicant shall fail to pay such fee or iees as may pecome due here-
uncer, the saia deposit shall, to the exient necessary, oce forfeited anc ne used to ray to thke town
such fees as may be due to xt trom such applicent under the terms of this Ordinance.

All del:inquent accounts are subject to stoppage of service without notice. The stoppage of
service lereinaoove authorized ror nonpayment of collection crarzes shall be 1n addition ot the right
of tre town to proceed for the collection of such unpaid charzes providéd by law for the collection of
a municipal claim.




SECTION FOUR. Yo person, firm, association or corporation may use the town dump for the
disposal of refuse wvaithout iirst ootaining permassion of the town. Any person, :iirm, association or
corporation having the permission of the Tovm to use the town cump for the aispoval of reiuse shall pay
a iee of $1.00 to the Town for every load or part thercof.

OECTION FIVA. It shall be unlawnful to use garbage cans other than the regular garbaze cans
not larger than 30 gallons, vwith the proper lid cloted at all times or to place i1n any garoage or rubbish
container any acicds or other dangerous liquids or substances which could cause 1injury to employees of
saxd Town engaged in removing refuse. Leakzng and defective guroage cans with srarp or ragged ecges
likely to injure employees of said Town engaged in removing refuse will not be servicec and said Tovm
shall cavse to be placed on such cans a tag mariked "condemned."”

OBECTION SIX. Any person, firm, association cr corporation violatlrg any provision or Section
L or 5 oi this orcinance shall be guilty of a miscemeanor and, on conviction, shall ve fined not less
than $1.00 nor more than $100.00.
