The following orcinance was introduced in writing by Councilman Billy Whitten and was read at
the meeting:

THPROVEMENT ORDINANGE NO. 8

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE CCNSTRUCTION
COF CERTAIN OANITARY SuWERS IN THh TOWN OF
WILOONVILLE, ALABAMA

EL IT ORLAINED, by the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Wilsonville, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1. Samtary sewers shall be constructed in the Town of ¥ilsonvalle, Alabama, along
the following described lines:

(a) Beginning at a poant 13 feet from the ea$t edge of the paving of Alaoama Highway 25, the
said point being 288 feet northeast of tre intersection of lain Sireet with Alabama raghway 25;
thence 53° left and westerly a distance of 171 feet t0 a point on the west edge of the pavang of
Main Street; thence 96° right and northerly along the west edge of tle paving of Main Street a
distance of 512 feet;

(b) Beginning at a point 5 feet west ol the west edge of the paving of Alabama Highway 25,
the said point peing 288 feet northeast of the intersection of Main Street and Alsbama Highway 25;
tt ence northeasterly along the west edge of the paving of Alabama Highway 25 a dastance of 580
feet;

(c) veginning at a point 1h feet east of the edge of the paving of Alabama Highway 25, said
point beang 285 feet northeast of the intersection of Main Sireet and Alabama Highway 25; thence
northeasterly along the east edge of the paving of Alabama Highway 25 distance of 3,0L0 feet; thence
900 Jeft and northwesterly a distance of 35 feet; thence 89° right and northeastcrly along the west
edge of the paving of Alabama Highway 25 a distance of 150 feet;

(d) DSeginning at a point in the center of the north edge of intersection or McGowan Rosd and
Cemetery Street; thence easterly along the north edge of McGowan Road a dastance of 8550 feet to a
point of ending.

Section 2. The said sanitary sewers shall be constructed witn the necessary manholes ard
connections and in accordance with full details, drawings, plans, surveys, and estimates prepared oy
sarry Hendon & Associates, lnc., engineers of birmingham, Alabama, whiach have been placed on file 1in
the office of the Town Clerk in the Town hall at Wilsonville, Alabama, where property owners who may be
affected by the said improvements muy see and examine the same. ‘The fiayor and Town Council do hereoy
adopt the said details, drawings, plans, surveys, and estimates. The said sewers and appurtenances are
to be constructea o1 brick, concrete masonry, steel, vitritied clay and cast iron sewer pipe as shown or
described in the said details, drawings, plans and specifications.

Section 3. The cost of constructing the improvements authorized herein shall be assessed and
levied 1n fair proportion against the real estate hereinafter cescribed lying within the dastrict drained
by the said sewers; provided, however, that ithe sard assessments siall not exceed the total cost of the
sa1d 1mprovements; and proviced, further, that no assessment against any property shall exceed the
increased value oif such property by reason of the special ceneiits derived oy such property i'rom the
said amprovements. The Lots and parcels of land agai:st which the said assessments shall be leviea are
described as follows:




(a) The improvements proviced for in Section 1(a) of this ordinance shall be so assessed
against all property lying within the area aescribec as beginning at the center of Main otreet
at a point 140 feet north of the center of intersection of Main Street with Alabama highway 25,
and running east a distance of 200 feet; thence north a distance of £52 i'eet; thence west a dis-
tance of 40O feet; thence south a distance of 852 feet; thence west a distance of 200 feet to the
point of beginning;

(b) The improvements provided for 1a Section 1(b) and 1(c) of this ordinarce skall ce so
assesse¢ against all property on ooth sides o1 Alabama Highway 25 irom a point 188 feet north-
east of the center ol the intersection of Main ®treev with Alabama Highway 25 and northeasterly
for a distunce oL 3,390 feet; and

(e¢) The improvements provided for in Section 1(d) of this ordinance shall be so assessed
against all property on both sides or hicGowan Road from 1ts intersection with Alabama Kighway
25 easterly for a distance of 950 feet.

Section L. The dayor ana Town Council of the Town of Wilscnville, Alabama, will meet on the
25th day of November, 1963, at 7:30 o'clock p.m., in the Town Hall at Wilsonvilie, Alabama, to hear any
objecticons, remonstrances or protests that may be made against sa.d improvements, the manner of malang
the same, or the character of the material or materials to be used.

Sectaon §. This Ordinance shall be published once a week for two consecutive weeks 1in the
Shelby County Heporter a newspaper published in Columbiana, Alabama, and ot general circuiation in the
Town of Wilsonville, Alabama, the date of the I'1rst publication to be not less than two weeks prior to
the date set to hear any objections as set out in Section L of this Uruinance. Copies of this Orainance
skall be sent, by certified mail, postage prepaid, to the persons last assessing for municipal taxation
the property which may be assessed forsaid improvements at their last knowa adaresses, said notices to
be so mailed not less than ten days beforeitlie date of ihe meeting set out in dection I o this Urdinance.
