numbered 33 to 56, inclusive, shall be applied for payment of the principal of the outstanding note. At
the same time the town treasurer of the town is hereoy directed to apply sufficient other funds of the
town for payment of the principal of the outstanding securities and the interest then accrued with respect
to the outstanding securities, Fromptly upon such payment of the principal of and the interest on the
outstanding securities they shall be cancelled and retired and shall not be-re-issued. The accrued in-
terest received by the town on the sale of the refunding warrants shall be applied toward payment of the
first installment of the interest on the refunding warrants.

Section 13. Proceeds irom the Cutstanding Securities. The proceeds from the outstanding
securities remaining after payment of the costs of their issuance and of the issuance of the refunding
warrants shall be deposited as follows: (a) the proceeds from the outstanding building warrant remainirg
after thgupayment of the said expenses, shall be deposited in a special account to the credit of the town
and applied for construction of the said town hall and library building; (b) the proceeds from the out~
standing sewer warrant remaining after payment of said expenses shall be paid into the "Sanitary Sewage
Disposal Facilities Construction Fund" created in Ordinance No. 16 of the town adopted April 20, 196kL; and
(c) the proceeds from the ousstanding note remaining after payment of said expenses shall pe deposited
in a ppecial $rust fund, the full name of which shall be the "Collecting Sewer Construction Fund” and
which is hereby created for the purpose of providing funds for construction of the sewer improvements
provided for in the said Improvement Ordinance No. 8. Covington County Bank in the ity of Andalusia,
Alabama, is hereby designated as depository for the Collecting Sewer Construction Fuad. The moneys on
deposit in the Collecting Sewer Construction tund shall be used only for the purpose for which it is
herein created and payments therefrom shall be made pursuant to requisition signed by the mayor oif the
town and the town treasurer and approved by Harry Hendon & Associates, Inc., Consulting kngineers,
Birmingham, Alabama.

ORDINANCE No.-3# /7.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL Of THE TOWN OF WILSONVILLE, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1. Upon evidence duly submitted to it, the Town Council does heréby find and determine
as follows:

a. The Tom of Wilsonville now owns and operates certain sewer lines and a sewage treatment
or disposal plant.

b. the Town of Wilsonville has borrowed funds for the purpose of constructing said sewa.e
treatment or disposal plant and none of the cost of the construction of said plant has been
assessed against any property owners.

c. The rates herein provided and required to be paid in respect of premises now connected
or to be connected with the sanitary sewage lines of the Town is solely for the use of said
sewage disposal plant facilities and not for lines of sewers installed and now operated by
the Town.

d. The fees and charges hereinafter provided for the services and facilities afforded by the
sanitary sewage disposal plant are fair reasonable and just fees and charges therefor.

SECTION 2. A sewage disposal charge of $2.00 per month minimum shall be paid by the owner or



cwners of the premises which shall dispose sewuge originating from or on such premises by aischarging
therefrom 1nto any sewvape system connected with or servéd by ihe sewage disposal plant of the lown., A
charge of $3.00 for users of 10,000 vo 20,000 gallons ol water; apove 20,000 gallons, a charge of 5.00
minimum and the same shall be the maximum clarge.

SECTION 3. In cases where the character ol the sewage irom any premises 1s such that 1t amposes
a reasonavle burden upon the sewage cisposal plant, the Town may by appropriate ordinance impose additimal
uniform charges tor each service to and for such premises or may in lieu of such acditional charges
require such sewzce to be treated in a manner speciiied by the Town before being discharged into any sewer
connected with the sewage disposal plant.

SECTIOn L. lhe rate set forth above 15 net, ihe gross rate being 110% thereof. ln the event
that the current bill 1s paia wothan ten cays of the date o1 1ts rendition, the net rate srall apply;
othervise, the gross rate skall apply. u1lls shail be renderec on a monthly basais.

SECTION 5. The lown o: wilsonville siall collect ror all samtary sewage service charges.

SECTION 6. In the event that any sewage service charge 15 not paid witkin 30 days after the
rendition of tke bill therefor, a1t srall bve the namdatory duty of the Town Attorney to proceed by
appropriate action to collect such charge from the owner or accupant oi the premises or against both
tie owner and the occupant and the reasonable expenses incurred by the lown in collecting or attemuting
to collect suchk char.e ara shall be an additional ooligation of the owner and the occupant of the premises
in resgect to which the sewage services chagge :s celinquent anc shall be added to the azount of and
become a part of ary jJudgment against any such owner or occupant.

SECTION 7. Any owner or occupant of

any premises who shall use or allow to ve used any kitchen

sink, lavatory, commoce, bathtuo or other such fixture connected with or trained into any sewer served by

tie sewage treatment and disposal plant of the Town without first paying the sewer service charges
accoraing to the rate hereinaoove set forth, shall be ruilty of a misueameanor and upon coaviction shall
ve fined the sum of %5.00 aud upon railure to pay such :ine slall be sentenced to hard lavor by the lown

tor a period of 5 days.

SECTION 6. The provisions of this ordinance are intended to be severaole. 1f any sectacn,
Frovision or clause of this ordinance or the application thereof to any particular case or circumstance
stall be held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining sections and provisions of
this orcdinance and tke application thereof to other cases or circumstances not so degétarea invalid
shall nevertheless stand and be enforced as 1f the section, provisiony or clause so declared invalid
or the invaiid application thereof hac not been included herein.

SECTIUN 9. This orainance stall take erfect 10 cays arter publicution by posting the same 1n

three public places within; the Town of Wilsonville.
