Section 3. Provision of State “ales Tax Statutes Applicable to this Ordinance and Taxes
Herein Levied. This Ordinance and the taxes herein levied shall ce subject to all definitionms,
exceptions, exemptions, proceedings, requirements, rules, regulations, provisions, penalties, fines,
punishments and deductions that are applicable to the taxes levied by the state sales tax statutes,
except where inapplicable or where herein otherwise provided, including all provisions of the State
sales tax statutes for enforcement and collection of taxes.

Section 4. Adding Amount of Tax to Frice. Any person on whom the taxes levied by this
ordinance are mposed may add the tax herein levaed to the sales price of the goods sold or to the
admission price to a place of amusement and may collect the amount so added from the purchaser, or
person paying the admission price; but this section is not mandatory.

SECTION 5. This Ordinance Cumulative to General License Code or Ordinance. This ordinance
