ORDINANCE NO. LO
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND TUWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN (F WILoONVILLE, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: Trat it shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to park any
motor vehicle for more than two (2) hours at any one time in the town of Wilsonville, Alavama, on the
follewing named street: On the west side of Main btreet in the town of Wilsonvalle, Alabama, from a
point where the same intersects with the north line of Alubama llighway 25 and extending north to the
south line of Church Street in said Town. This parking limit shall be in operation from 7:00 o'clock
a.m. to 5:00 plelock p.m. each day, except for Sundays.

SECTICN TWO. Any person, firm or corporation violating the terms of this Ordinance shall be
tined, upon conviction, $5.00 for the first orfense and not less than $10.C0 nor more than $25.00 for
any subsequent offense.
