The Wilsonville Cemetery is the legal responsibility of the Town of Wilsonville
as of July 30, 1990.

Section 2. The Town Council purposes that a yearly dollar amount for the
upkeep and maintainance of the cemetery be included in the yearly budget
and increases be made accordingly.

ORDINANCE 92-001

Be it resolved by the Town Council of the Town of Wilsonville, Alabama:

Section 1. THe word sign as used in this ordinance means a board, poster, or
placard displayed to convey information or direction.

Section 2. Signs will not be allowed on road right of ways. Signs posted on
the right of way can construe vision and causes disruption in cutting and
clean up of right of ways.

Section 3. Signs may be displayed on personal property at the discreation
of the homeowner or homeowners.

Section 4. Any new sign placed on right of way by persons or firm/firms
will be subject to fines. Fines will not exceed $500.00.

ORDINANCE 92-002

Be it ordained by the Town Council of Wilsonville, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1. A qualification fee in the amount of $20.00 is hereby fixed and
imposed upon all candidates seeking election as mayor of the Town of Wilson-
ville, Alabama, except as hereinafter provided for.

Section 2. A qualification fee in the amount of $10.00 is hereby fixed and
imposed upon all candidates seeking election as councilmember of the Town
of Wilsonville, Alabama, except as hereinafter provided for.

Section 3. Such qualification fee shall be paid to the town clerk and deposited
to the general fund of the Town at or prior to the time of taking out quali-
fication papers by any such candidates.

Section 4. Any person desiring to qualify who is not financially able to
pay the required fee may qualify provided such prospective candidate fur-
nishes the clerk with an affidavit stating that he is financially unable
to pay the required fee fixed by this ordinance.
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
