AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF WILSONVILLE, ALABAMA, TO EXEMPT
CERTAIN “COVERED ITEMS” FROM THE MUNICIPAL SALES AND USE TAX
DURING THE FIRST FULL WEEKEND OF AUGUST, 2010, ASAHORIZED BY
ACT 2006-574, GENERALLY REFERRED TO AS THE STATE BA&S TAX
HOLIDAY LEGISLATION.

The Town Clerk is hereby authorized dinected to certify a copy of this
ordinance under the seal of the Town of Wilsonyllabama, and to forward said
certified copy to the Alabama Department of Revetouge recorded and posted on the
Department website.
